HE IS RISEN! HE IS RISEN INDEED !

On April 4" Christians around the world will celebrate the resur-
rection of Jesus Christ from the dead. Just to say He rose from
the dead does not make it so. And just because some say he
did not rise from the dead does not make that so either. To
make either statement does not make it so. One must take the
time to study the evidence with an open mind, not a mind that
has already reached a conclusion.

When you honestly study the evidence you are then able to
come to a decision about the resurrection of Christ. The reality
is: you cannot have it both ways. Either Jesus Christ was resur-
rected from the dead, or he was not.

There were those at the time of Christ who came to the conclu-
sion that there was no such thing as life after death or the resur-
rection of Jesus Christ. Paul once was one of those. He hated
Christians, but the living Christ appeared to him and he was a
changed man. That is a sample of believable evidence. Paul
then became an ardent follower of Jesus Christ and wrote about
the truth of the resurrection.

And if Christ has not been raised,
our preaching is useless and so is your
faith. More than that, we are then found to
be false witnesses about God, for we have
testified about God that he raised Christ
from the dead. But he did not raise him if in
fact the dead are not raised. For if the dead
are not raised, then Christ has not been
raised either. And if Christ has not been
raised, your faith is futile; you are still in
your sins. Then those also who have fallen
asleep (died) in Christ are lost. If only for
this life we have hope in Christ, we are of all
people most to be pitied. 1 Corinthians 15:12
-19.
