How does a Christian respond when hard times
come?

What can we do to keep our faith strong?
What do you do when your world caves in?

All of us face these questions because we all go through deep
trials in life. When that happens, we need to turn to God and His
Word. Let’s learn from some verses in 1 Thessalonians.

1. Don’t be unsettled by Trials

Paul knew that the Christians in Thessalonica were suffering
because of their faith in Christ, so he sent Timothy to encourage
them. “We sent Timothy, who is our brother and God’s
fellow worker in spreading the gospel of Christ, to strength-
en and encourage you in your faith, so that no one would

be unsettled by these trials.” 1 Thess. 3:2-3

Trials provide us as Christians a special opportunity to reach out
to each other with encouragement, love and a helping hand.
There are dozens of issues which cause any of us to be fearful at
times. This is a time to demonstrate to our community that we
know the ONE who is so much greater than any trials. Jesus
said, ”By this all men will know that you are my

disciples if you love one another.” John 13:35

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2. God allows our Trials

“You know quite well that we were destined for

them” (v. 3b). The phrase “we were destined”
comes from a verb that means “to put or to

place.” 1t’s a strong way of saying “these hard times
were placed here by God.” They didn’t happen by

accident, chance or circumstance.

Tony Evans has pointed out that everything that
happens in the world is either caused by God or
allowed by God, and there is no third catego-

ry. Nothing ever “just happens” and nothing is
caused by someone or something outside of God’s
control. That means there is no such thing as chance
or fate or luck.

3. Trials help us grow in faith and
love
Paul rejoiced when he heard back from Timothy.

“But Timothy has just now come to us from you
and has brought good news about your faith and
love.”... “May the Lord make your love increase
and overflow for each other and for everyone else,
just as ours does for you.” 1 Thess. 3:6b,12
